SPECIAL AGREEMENT

SUBMITTED TO THE INTERNATIONAL COURT OF JUSTICE BY THE
REPUBLIC OF OBLINGTON AND STATE OF ABBAZINA ON

THE DIFFERENCES BETWEEN THEM
CONCERNING THE INTERVENTION BY BOTH STATES IN EACH OTHER'S

DOMESTIC AFFAIRS.

The Republic of Oblington (“the Applicant”) and
 the State of Abbazina, (“theRespondents”) (hereinafter “the Parties”):

Recalling that the Parties are Members of the United Nations and that the Charter of
the United Nations calls on Members to settle international disputes by peaceful

means,

Considering and concerning the intervention by both states in each other's
domestic affairs and other related matters;

Recognizing that the Parties have been unable to settle these differences by direct
negotiations;

Desiring further to define the issues to be submitted to the International Court of
Justice (“the Court”) for resolution;

In furtherance thereof the Parties have agreed as follows:

Article 1

The Parties submit the questions contained in the Special Agreement (together with
Corrections and Clarifications to follow) (“the Case”) to the Court pursuant to

Article 40(1) of the Court’s Statute.

Article 2

It is agreed by the Parties that the Republic of Oblington appear as Applicant and
the State of Abbazina as Respondent, but such agreement is without prejudice to

any questions of the burden of proof.



Article 3

(a) The Court is requested to decide the Case on the basis of the rules and
principles of international law, including any applicable treaties

(b) The Court is also requested to determine the legal consequences, including the
rights and obligations of the Parties, arising from its judgment on the question

presented in the Case.

Article 4

(a) Procedures shall be regulated in accordance with the applicable provisions of
the Official Rules of the Asgar Khan Advocate International Online Moot Court

Competition, 2021.

(b) The Parties request the Court to order that the written proceedings should
consist of Memorials presented by each of the Parties not later than the date set forth in the

Official Schedule of the Asgar Khan Advocate International Online Moot Court
Competition, 2021.

Article 5

(a) The Parties shall accept any Judgment of the Court as final and binding upon
them and shall execute it in its entirety and in good faith.

(b) Immediately after the transmission of any judgment, the Parties shall enter into
negotiations on the modalities for its execution.

In witness whereof, the undersigned, being duly authorized, have signed the
present Special Agreement and have affixed thereto their respective seals of office.

10. Unhappy with the accession of Nefali, Abbazina leaders sent invaders with their 
military forces and made rapid advances into the region of Nefali. The Abbazina army
supplied the arms, ammunition, and other supplies to the invaders. Abbazina leaders
sent invaders to the Nefali region which then led to the war between both Oblington
and Abbazina. The war began in March 1941 and was continued till July 1941. Then the
UN intervened and asked both the countries (Oblington and Abbazina) to settle the
dispute amicably and further remove their troops and withdraw their forces which lead
to a cease-fire between both the nations.

11. In the year 2000,a government report of Oblington suggested that insurgency still
continued in the Nefali region which has led to the deployment of 30 percent of its
security forces in the region of Nefali. Nefali is intersected with a grid of army camps,
interrogation centers, prisons, guard posts, bunkers, and watchtowers. It has now
earned the dubious distinction of being the most armed zone in the world. Localities in
the Nefali region addressed it as an open jail. Due to the deployment of the army in the
region the condition of the residents of the Nefali region was pathetic and degraded day
by day.

12. People of Nefali region felt humiliated, cornered, and their souls were injured. A
survey report suggested that there are 200,000 educated young women and men in
Nefali who are bearing the brunt of the lack of employment and struggle to find jobs
due to the lack of a job policy thus pushing them and their families’ backs to the wall.

13. Several international agencies and the United Nations have reported human rights
violations in the region of Nefali. Some human rights organizations have alleged that
Oblington Security forces have killed hundreds of people of Nefali through the
indiscriminate use of force and torture, firing on protests, custodial killings,
encounters, and detentions to political repression and suppression of freedom of
speech. Some groups say more than 150,000 people have died since then, while the
official figures from Oblington sources state the estimates of several civilians killed due
to the insurgency as above 40,000. Oblington security forces and police have been
accused of the systematic use of torture. Various leaders in Yousho community started
unifying which resulted in the formation of Akatsukhi (rebel group) for the freedom
and protection of Yousho community. The Yousho people in the Nefali region under the
guidance of Akatsukhi has revolted against the actions of Government of Oblington and
their Army. 





20. The Government of Kirigakure reacted quickly to this influx of Yousho community by
creating temporary camps assisted by UNHCR in providing critical services, including food
aid, health care, nutrition programs,water, sanitation, and hygiene to the people of Yousho
community.

21. The Government of Kirigakure started the process of refugee status determination with
documentation, so that the refugees can leave the camp and get better facilities of
livelihood. The International community applauded the efforts of the Government of
Kirigakure to protect the rights of refugees and their commitments towards the convention.

22. Despite the best efforts, of the Government of Kirigakure, having the limited resources
was not able to keep up with the influx of people of the Yousho community, and the
documentation process of these people was severely overloaded as the number of cases
kept increasing every year.

23. In May 2009, the U.N. High Commissioner for Refugees described the Yousho refugee
crisis as “the most urgent refugee emergency in the world. “About 670,000 Yousho live in
the world’s largest and most compactly populated refugee camp in the State of Kirigakure.
Heavy monsoon rains made life more hazardous for refugees in the overcrowded camps.
Also, various reports revealed that the people in the camps suffered from life threating
communicable diseases.

24. The Kirigakure reached to the Government of Oblington to solve the dispute of the
influx of people of the Yousho community in their region. To which they didn't receive any
satisfactory response.

25. As per the claims of Oblington, Akatsukhi is backed by the Government of Abbazina by
supplying arms,ammunition and financial support which further accelerated the tension in
Oblington and which resultant in several instances of suicide bombing and destruction of
public property.

26. The Government of Oblington was compelled to take steps to save its face in the eyes of
its citizens and took immediate measures against the Government of Abbazina such as
blocking all trade relation with Abbazina and ending communications with the state along
with imposing the embargo against Abbazina to retaliate for the intervention done by
Abbazina in domestic affairs of Oblington.
